	Preparation for a security check

· obtains all necessary equipment

· outlines a systematic route

· makes a visual inspection to observe:

· the prisoner and their activities

	Conducting a security check

· checks:

· locks and doors

· bars and grills

· windows and screens

· electrical outlets and fixtures

· washrooms

· supply, storage and cleaning rooms

	Locks and doors

· when checking locks and doors they:

· pull on the doors to ensure they are secure

· looks for possible obstructions in locks and ensure that they are operational (especially if they are not used often)
	
	
	

	
	
	
	

	Bars and Grills

· inspects the bars and grills by:

· pulling on them and making a visual check to ensure they are secure

· pulling on barred gates and doors to establish that when they are locked they are secure

· pulling and pushing on locked cell doors to ensure they are secured
	
	
	

	
	
	
	

	Windows and screens
· checks the glass/panes, screens, frames, surrounding wall and floor area that there is no damage or tampering
	
	
	

	
	
	
	

	Electrical outlets and fixtures
· checks to see if the covers have been removed for the purpose of concealing contraband 
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	Washrooms
· checks all staff and prisoner washroom facilities:

· include washing equipment, toilets, floor and ceiling areas, for damage and tampering
	
	
	

	
	
	
	

	Supply, storage and cleaning rooms
· checks for:

· broken brooms, mops

· all containers for homemade alcohol

· look into garbage cans, boxes etc., for fire hazards and contraband
	
	
	

	
	
	
	

	Miscellaneous area and equipment
· in addition the following should be checked:

· fire equipment

· tables, chairs and other furniture
	
	
	

	
	
	
	

	Reporting the security check

· records check in the log book 

· reports security breaches on proper forms
